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Abstract

This research aims to study the approach of Imam Ibn al-Faris al-Maliki (d. 4V
AH) in jurisprudential adaptation through his book Ahkam al-Qur'an, as one of
the most prominent jurisprudential interpretations that combines fundamental
analysis and jurisprudential deduction. The researcher sought to highlight the
role played by Ibn al-Furs in developing the methodology of figh adaptation
within the Maliki school by linking Qur'anic texts to general rules, legal
reasons, and the general objectives of Sharia.

The study relied on a comparative descriptive and analytical approach;
descriptive in presenting the scientific material from authentic sources,
analytical in deducing the rules and principles adopted by Ibn al-Faris, and
comparative in balancing him with other Maliki scholars such as Qadi Abdul
Wahab, Ibn al-Arabi, and al-Qurtubi.

The study showed that Ibn al-Faris had a clear Qur'anic tendency, which made
the text the focus of adaptation, and that he used precise fundamental tools such
as cause, connection, analogy, interest, and legal objectives in dealing with
contemporary issues. The study also showed his excellence in balancing the
fundamentals and branches, and his combination of purposive reasoning and
precise jurisprudential analysis.

The study concluded that his approach to jurisprudential adaptation is a step
forward in the development of Maliki thought, due to his depth of
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understanding of the text, his openness to the objectives of Sharia, and his
ability to assimilate new issues within the principles of the school of thought.
